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Admission Policy 
 

Hokkaido University is one of the leading research-intensive universities in Japan with 
departments ranging from the sciences to the humanities. It was established in 1876 as the Sapporo 
Agricultural College. It is one of Japan’s prestigious seven “former Imperial Universities” and 
today is a leading national university. During its long history, Hokkaido University has cultivated 
academic autonomy and freedom based on four basic philosophies relating to education and 
research: Frontier Spirit, Global Perspectives, All-round Education, and Practical Learning.  

Guided by these philosophies, the university’s mission is to be a place where knowledge is 
created, disseminated, and applied in the new century, thereby contributing to the development of 
human welfare, science, culture, and society through education and research. 

The university strives to offer undergraduate education that teaches students to participate in 
society as global citizens, to acquire the academic and communication skills that will give them a 
solid foundation in their professional lives, and to study their fields of expertise from a broad 
academic perspective. The university aims to make its graduates capable of exercising sound 
judgment and leadership as exemplary citizens possessing high-quality and internationally 
recognized academic credentials. In addition, the university nurtures students so that they may take 
leading roles as professionals in their fields and actively promote academic creativity.

Students We Are Seeking: 
(1) Knowledge and Comprehension 

In the Modern Japanese Studies Program, students not only study the language, society, and 
culture of Japan from diverse perspectives but also gain expert knowledge in humanities and 
social sciences. We seek to identify high proficiency students with general knowledge of 
literature, history, thought, culture, society, and institutions of any country or region who are 
capable of understanding the perspectives and ways of thinking that constitute that knowledge. 

 
(2) Thinking Skills, Analytical Skills, and Creativity 

Demonstrate skills gained from experiences in logical thinking and analysis from diverse 
perspectives. Shows willingness to objectively look at different cultures or societies with an 
open mind and respond to new ideas and experiences with creativity.  

 
(3) Initiative for collaborative learning in a diverse environment  

After completing the program, students are expected to play an active role as a bridge between 
Japan and the rest of the world. Therefore, communication skills, a strong interest in the 
Japanese language and the society of modern Japan, and a desire for active involvement in study 
and research with a clear objective are key traits we seek. Being able to cooperate with others 
with diverse backgrounds and learn collaboratively in a multicultural and multilingual 
environment with openness and impartiality without biases and discriminatory intent is also 
expected. 
 

(4) English Language Proficiency 
Demonstrate a high command of English to successfully participate in classes taught in English. 
Being capable of thinking logically and expressing ideas both in oral and written forms. 

 
 
Expected Proficiency and Skill Level before Enrollment 

• Have broad knowledge in all subjects and basic academic skills necessary for study and 
research at Hokkaido University. Study or research with a focus on the Japanese language and 
the society of modern Japan is also recommended. 

• Demonstrate communication and presentation skills to collaborate and learn with diverse 
individuals. 



 
 

 
 

Selection Policy 
Students will be selected based on a comprehensive evaluation of screening of application 
documents and interviews. 
Knowledge and comprehension are largely reviewed based on application documents including 
grades in secondary education or other proof of proficiency. All applicants' English language 
proficiency levels will be assessed by application documents and interviews including for those 
whose English is their native language. Thinking and analytical skills, initiative, willingness to 
collaborate with others with diverse backgrounds are reviewed holistically based on application 
documents and interviews. 
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If any unforeseen event (such as disaster or disease outbreak) occurs, we may select 
applicants based on the admission qualifications or criteria, which are different from 
those described in the Application Guidelines. If we change the admission qualifications 
or criteria, we will announce the details on our website.

* Students who have Japanese language ability equivalent to N2 level of Japanese Language 
Proficiency Test or higher can apply for exemption from taking the Intensive Japanese Course. 

* Students exempted from taking the Intensive Japanese Course on the basis of the results of the 
entrance exam may enter the Bachelor’s degree program directly. 

* Japanese language placement tests may be conducted after admission to divide the Intensive 
Japanese  Course participants into separate classes. 

 
 

5．Application Qualifications and Requirements 

Individuals who have citizenship other than Japanese are eligible to apply. Individuals who have 
Japanese permanent resident status are not eligible to apply.  
Note: Individuals who have both citizenship of any country other than Japan and Japanese 
citizenship must pass a preliminary qualification screening before applying. Please contact the 
Admission Center during the periods below and follow the instructions.

(1) Basic Qualifications:  
Applicants must meet one of the following criteria:  
1. They have completed 12 years of school education in a country other than Japan or expect to 

have graduated by September 30, 2024 (see Note 1 and Note 3 on page 4).  
2. They are individuals who are equivalent to those who meet qualification 1 above and have been 

designated by the Japanese Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology 
(see Note 2 on page 4).  

3. They have received or expect to have received an International Baccalaureate Diploma in a 
country other than Japan by September 30, 2024, awarded by the International Baccalaureate, a 
foundation pursuant to the Swiss Civil Code.  

4. They have received an Abitur, a degree recognized as a qualification for university admission 
throughout Germany.  

5. They hold a baccalauréat, a degree recognized as a qualification for university admission in 
France.  

6. They have General Certificate of Education (GCE) Advanced Level’s (A Levels) recognized as 
a qualification for university admission in the UK. 

7. They have completed 12 years of school education at a Japanese educational institution for 
foreign nationals that has accreditation from the Western Association of Schools & Colleges 
(WASC), the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI), the New England 
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Association of Schools and Colleges (NEASC) or the Council of International Schools (CIS) or 
expect to have graduated by September 30, 2024. However, in this case they will have been 
enrolled at a school for at least two consecutive years including their final school year. 

Note 1: The “12 years of school education” includes coursework completed pursuant to Japan’s 
School Education Act.  
Note 2: “Individuals who are equivalent to those who meet qualification 1 above and have been 
designated by the Japanese Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology” 
include the following:  
A. Individuals who have passed a national exam in a country other than Japan to determine 

whether they have the same level of academic ability as an individual who has completed 12 
years of school education in that country (including an exam equivalent to the national exam), 
and will be at least 18 years of age by September 30, 2024. 

B. Individuals who, after completing a level of school education in a country other than Japan 
equivalent to a Japanese high school education (including those who have passed an exam in 
that country to determine whether they have academic ability equivalent to those of a high 
school graduate), have completed preparatory coursework for admission to a Japanese 
university at one of the educational facilities designated by the Japanese Minister of Education, 
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (see Table 1 on page 23). 

C. Individuals who have completed or expect to have completed a foreign education equivalent to a 
Japanese high school education (and deemed to be equivalent to 12 years of school education 
completed in that country) at an institution located in Japan and recognized under the 
educational system of that country by September 30, 2024 (see Table 2 on page 28). 

D. Individuals who, after completing a foreign education equivalent to a Japanese high school 
education (excluding those cases in C above) at an institution located in Japan and recognized 
under the educational system of that country, have completed preparatory coursework for 
admission to a Japanese university at one of the educational facilities designated by the 
Japanese Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (see Table 1 on page 
23 and Table 3 on page 31). 

E. Individuals who have completed a level of school education in a country other than Japan 
equivalent to a Japanese high school education (and deemed to be equivalent to 11 years or 
more of school education completed in that country and which fulfill the requirements 
designated by the Japanese Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology) at 
one of the educational facilities designated by the Japanese Minister of Education, Culture, 
Sports, Science and Technology, or expect to have graduated by September 30, 2024 (see Note 
3 on page 4 and Table 4 on page 32). 

Note 3: Those who fulfill Basic Requirement 1 or 2 (Note2-E) above must have been enrolled at a 
school in a country other than Japan for at least two consecutive years including their final school 
year. 
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(2) English-Language Requirement:  
Applicants must meet one of the following conditions: 
1. They speak English as a native language, or have received four years or more of their secondary 

education (at junior or senior high school, etc.) or higher education (at university or college) in 
English as their primary language of instruction. 

Note: Having learned English as a foreign language for four years or more does not satisfy the 
above requirement.

if their native language is not English, or if they have not received four years or more of their 
secondary education or higher education in English:
